v LOCATION: The Academy is situated 20 kms from Shillong and 80 kms from Guwahati
on Guwahati — Shillong (G.S.) Highway. The Campus is about half a kilometer away from the
G.S. Road point.

2 ACCOMMODATION AND MESSING:

(a) The trainees will be provided accommodation in Kanchenjunga & Cherapunjee trainee
officers mess.
(b) One cot with one mattress, study table, chair, Jug, dustbin & table lamp will be

provided. The trainees are required to bring the other bedding items.

3 MESS ADVANCE: The trainees will be required to deposit a sum of Rs. 5500/- on
their arrival at the Academy as Mess Advance. The Mess advance will be refunded to the
trainees on completion of the course after deduction of outstanding dues, if any.

4. SECURITY DEPOSIT: In addition to the mess advance, each trainee shall have to
deposit a sum of Rs. 1500/- as security deposit and Rs. 6,000/- as uniform advance on their
arrival at the Academy. The security deposit will be refunded to the trainees on completion of
the course. If any Government article issued to the trainee gets damaged or lost due to the
negligence of the individual concerned, cost of article shall be recovered from the security
deposit.

5. UNIFORM & EQUIPMENTS: The total cost of the Uniforms and equipment’s of the
prescribed pattern to be provided by Departmental Canteen will be Rs.60,000/- approximately
and the same will be recovered in 10(ten)equal instalments @ Rs.6,000/-p.m.

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14. REASON FOR RETURNING THE TRAINEES FROM THE BASIC TRAINING

(a) Cases of acts of gross indiscipline.

(b) Use of intoxicating material

(c) Over-stayal from leave.

(d) Remaining sick for more than 7 days.

(e) Injury or illness, where Medical Officer does not advise for continuation of
training.

(f) Violation of Mess Rules.

15. VACCINATION: Vaccination against the following diseases may be administered
before the trainees report to the Academy. A certificate to this effect be deposited.

(a) 15t dose of HEPATITIS — B.
(b) Vaccination against TYPHOID (single dose)

Further, vaccination may also be required to be administered in the Academy for these

diseases or any other disease, as the case may be.
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
